Global Interactive Calendar

Intro – explain to the ch. that they are to create a global interactive calendar for the school. This will highlight international and local dates throughout the year.  Each group will be responsible for identifying key dates and events within a specific month, which will be represented by an iconic image.

Children to offer ideas for their allocated month, e.g. notable dates or seasonal characteristics. Nov. 5th Bonfire Night, 11th Remembrance Day, poppies, leaves etc.

Offer children additional dates and festivals from other cultures. Research on google – festivals or special days around the world.
Show children format for their iconic image, e.g. paper square 18 cms..

Outline success criteria, e.g. image needs to be simple, bold and colourful.

Children create their square using a variety of media, pastels, pens, coloured crayons, tissue paper, foil paper etc..

Extension – children can create additional images, further squares or an image to decorate the border of the calendar.

Plenary – display the variety of images. Discuss and evaluate the images with possible selection for the 30 plus images required for the month.

Display of final work- chosen images will be mounted and laminated for use in the calendar. They will be stored centrally in a ring binder, which will become the interactive manual and then installed at the beginning of each month. Calendar to be permanently displayed on board in hall.

Materials required :-

Two laminators and  A4 laminating pouches - 400

Velcro

Black sugar paper 17 cms squared - 400

Cartridge paper squares of 15cms - 600

Tissue paper, felt pens, foil paper, coloured pencils, pastels.
