	Input

Display the Go Green PowerPoint Presentation. 

Discuss each of the slides with the group relating it to our everyday lives where possible. The pictures should help to initiate discussion amongst the children, particularly with image of the turtle with the plastic bag in its mouth. 

The last three slides of the presentation explain the activity to the children. They are to design/invent a new use for an everyday item that they would normally throw away. They can use either A4 or A3 paper for their design. They can begin their design during the lesson and then take it away to finish. Once they have finished their design they need to put it into the Go Green competition box that will be situated outside the office. The closing date for the competition will be Wednesday 11th July.  There will be a prize on offer for the most original idea from each year group and an overall winner. Explain that the more original and interesting the idea the greater chance they will have of winning. Their entry needs to be eye-catching and contain a short explanation about their design.
