Lesson: Lets talk about it

Planned by: MP
	Learning Outcomes:

· An understanding of what it is to be a responsible citizen, making informed choices.

· Being able to debate points of local and global importance within a framework.


	Debate

Introduce the activity.

Show website video of House of Parliament debate. See favourites

www.parliamentlive.tv/player/index.aspx.

Discuss the rules for a successful debate and agree on a ‘Code of conduct’.

Put the prepared ‘rules’ flash cards on a flipchart stand and leave in a prominent position for the rest of the session.

Appoint a responsible Year 7 pupil to act as ‘speaker’.

Split the children into two roughly equal mixed ability groups.

Introduce the topics for debate (see list)

‘This group believes that …’  

Producing a manifesto

Introduce the activity.

Split the children into groups of 6 and give then a large piece of card.

Children discuss and decide which point that they have already debated they wish to use as a manifesto  / party theme

They then produce a persuasive poster for their group.
