	Subject  
	Use Your Voice

	Objectives
	· An increased awareness of the wider world and our place within it

· An understanding of our own ability to influence the world

· An understanding of what it is to be a responsible citizen, making informed choices

	Success Criteria
	· Know the Rights of the Child (UN Charter)

· Empathise with children throughout the world and identify the rights they have and don’t have

· Use their Voice to communicate feelings and opinions and to respond to what they’ve learned. 

	Teaching activity 1

(20 mins)

	· Introduce the United Nations Charter for the Rights of the Child (CRC).

· Give groups cut ups of the key articles of the charter. Pupils read them all and decide on their top 5: which articles are the most important. Compare results.

· Also give out some pictures illustrating children’s rights. Groups discuss which rights they show.

· Draw attention to 5 strands of “Every Child Matters” policy, which are displayed around the room. Ask pupils to attach a picture/article from CRC under the appropriate heading. Discuss results.



	Teaching activity 2

(15 mins)
	· Give out Booklet about Rights and Responsibilities to each pupil.

· Pupils read through and familiarise themselves with the content. Paired reading activity. Pupils to keep booklets – illustrations can be coloured in.

	Teaching activity 3

(30-40 mins)

All the ideas, or one of the ideas here could be used – more confident pupils may like to do the drama activity, others may be better suited to the speech bubble activity. Teachers can choose what they want to do here.
	· Lives of children around the world. Explain that pupils will learn a little about the daily lives of pupils from around the world. While watching, they must think about/make notes on which rights the children shown have/don’t have.

· Watch video and look at photos. 

· Discuss rights children have/don’t have.

· Focus on the pictures. Distribute one picture to each group. Pupils fill in a speech bubble for one or more of the children shown in the pictures. How do these children feel about having/not having rights? Why do they need a particular right? Give these children a voice. Pupils can contribute depending on their ability – one word answer also acceptable. Pictures and speech bubbles to be used as display.

· Alternatively, groups could discuss what each child would say/feel and present this and be videoed. This input can later be written down in the speech bubbles and used as part of display. 

· Another alternative to this activity is a “freeze” drama activity where groups consider what might have happened leading up to the moment the picture was taken, and then they freeze at the moment of the picture. Pupils are tapped on the shoulder and have to say how they feel. 

	Teaching activity 4

(30+ minutes)


	· The Wishing Tree display. Pupils reflect on what message they would like to send to a child they have seen in the video, or in a picture. It could be a question or a hope for the child. Maybe have some quiet time for reflection or use some relaxing music.

· Pupils then use the internet to find out the language that the child would use, and then to translate their question or message from English into that language.

· Pupils write out the message in both the foreign language and in English on a leaf template which will be added to the Wishing Tree. Decorate the leaves so they are beautifully presented.

	Plenary

(5-10 mins)
	· Raise awareness amongst pupils of how they can Use Their Voices.

· Suggest/elicit the following ideas: join the school Amnesty group, use your voice at home when shopping with parents etc, find out about Children’s Parliament, Contribute to School Council, make a poster for or against an issue that is important to them, campaign for a charity/issue of their choice…
