	AIMS – To give the children an awe and wonder about our world by looking at letters from past travelers. Is there still a sense of awe and wonder about the world in which we live in today?

	OUTCOME – To create a museum archive, or create a wall frieze

	WORKING PAIRS – MIXED YEAR GROUP PAIRINGS. 

	Introduction part 1 

10 mins
	Look at photos the children have brought in

Share a picture of your favourite day/holiday with the children. Why was it special?

What was has been their best day ever? Why?

What picture did they bring in? 

Can they describe the picture to the rest of the class?

Do they think the world is a big place, is it easy to get around?

	Introduction part 2

5 mins
	Get chn to close their eyes, imagine that they have got back in a time machine to the 1800s and they are going on a journey. In the 1800s there were no phones, no cameras, no planes, no email, no computers. How do you think people travelled. How did they communicate? Letters and kept journals. 

Going to pretend that we are a character from the 1800s and document their experiences. Show children an example of what they are going to produce. Then going to document the children’s experiences of their fav. day/holiday

	PART 1

10 mins
	Describe to chn Dorchester History Museum. Has anyone seen any very old documents – what do they look like? How do you handle them?  Going to look at very old documents dating back to the 1800s. Been transcribed so easier to read. Discuss what they looked like at the museum, delicate, very hard to read, had to be lain on a cushion, weight on them. Precious. Ask some of the children to read out the work. Discuss sense of awe and wonder at seeing these things for the first time in your life.

	ACTIVITY 1

45 mins
	Working with a partner would like to take on the character of the writer or pretend that you were with the character.

 Going to dress up and take a photo of you all. 

Then using highlighters – highlight the parts of the text that show awe and wonder about the world. 

Going to create a file on that character detailing their name, age, occupation and write out an extract from the archive material showing awe and wonder. 

Present on A4 black card. 

Whilst chn are writing teacher to print out photos x4 to a page. 

	ACTIVITY 2

40 mins
	Chn to work individually to describe their fav.day/holiday – powerful descriptions

Stick photo onto A4 coloured card and then write next to it – title A Twenty First Century Traveller. What was the awe and wonder about their holiday? What made it special? Did they see or do anything new?

	PACK UP AND PLENARY

10 mins
	Reflecting on the children’s experiences and the archived material – do you think there is the same sense of adventure now as there was in the past. Look at photos of children’s fav. day do you have to travel half way around the world to experience new things?


Possibilities for presenting 1. In a museum archive book. 2. On large boards and have a wall frieze with past and present travel descriptions.
